The North Hall
was newly renovated in 2009, as part of Eastern Market’s $22 million restoration by the
District of Columbia Government. For over 136 years, Eastern Market has served as a
community hub, connecting neighbors, families, and visitors.

Beautifully situated in the heart of Capitol Hill, the North Hall at Eastern Market is a
premiere destination for civic and community organizations, corporations and individuals
hosting special events, fundraisers, receptions, weddings, gatherings, performances,
showcases, meetings, and more.

The North Hall is 4,000 square feet of indoor event space with an historic ambiance that
includes vaulted ceilings, dramatic arched windows, excellent acoustics, and a beautiful
hardwood dance floor that can be configured in various ways.

The North Hall Plaza is 3,500 square feet of outdoor space adjacent to the North Hall,
which can be used for ceremonies, cocktail receptions, and more.

The Plaza features outdoor lighting, open space, and direct access to North Carolina Ave.
and 7th Street SE. The Plaza is available at an additional cost.












CATERING PLAZA

The Catering Plaza, adjacent to the North Hall and loading area, can be used as an
extension of the catering kitchen. The space measures approximately 800 square feet.






On the 7th Street SE, the Farmer’s Line Sheds, consisting of 16 bays, measures
approximately 200 square feet. These bays offer renters a covered outdoor option
for receptions, lounges, etc. Each bay comes configured with electrical outlets and is
available for rental at an additional cost per bay.

You can definitely not beat the price for the size of the
venue. We had 138 guests total and there was plenty of
room. After having some trouble getting the manager to
respond (she was laid off between me putting my request
in and finally getting a hold of someone who could helpl!),
it was pretty smooth sailing. | worked with Micole Aiken,
who was on detail from elsewhere in the government, for
most of my planning time, and she and Trini Nsabimana
along with Barry Margeson helped me out for the last
month or so.

There were a few moments of stress related to the event
but that was mostly because we didn't have a planner and
well I'm not a planner myselfl It ended up being reeaaaally
warm in the hall when we arrived after the ceremony and it
never really cooled down. There was a building tech on
site, so he was able to turn the A/C cooler and dim the
lights for us. That was great because | hadn't really
thought about real-time adjustments ahead of time.

As a blank canvas, you can really make the hall as fancy
or simple as you like. We strung Christmas lights across
the space and Nicole was so helpful to get us a diagram
with the dimensions of the hall so we could calculate how
many feet of lights we needed.
